II. Question and Answer Period with Bill McAlduff, Sarah Girotti and Sarah Swiger 

a. Q. How will the money from the budget increase be appropriated for Lynch?

i. A. The 1.1million dollar increase went towards salary ($350,000), Special Education out of district placement ($412,000) and new positions for increased enrollment. Included is a 5 to 6 percent increase in supplies for the growing number of students, teachers and resources. This includes LCD projectors and interactive Smart Boards.

b. Q. Lynch needs building improvements. How many more years will it take to fund a project like fixing the school?
i. A. Funding is a complicated issue. Lynch and Muraco have received most of the funds from Capital Planning. During the past year Lynch received about a million dollars for new doors and an updated fire alarm system.  A new roof is top propriety for the committee and about $600,000 to $700,000 will go towards a major bathroom renovation in the summer of 2012.  Funding is always an issue.  Bill McAlduff said he understands the buildings issues. The School Committee works with the Capital Planning Committee to rate the buildings’ issues by a safety and health standard. These get funded first.  Having “fund meetings” in both the Fall and Spring will be more prudent in the future.  
c. Q. Will the Muraco community be redistricted to Lynch?

i. A. Over the next few years creative solutions need to be discussed. By 2011 solutions need to be made and implemented.  Relocating Central Office is a possibility to make room for 5 or 6 classrooms.  The town will go through a process of redistricting when VO opens up in 2013.
